CONTEST RULES

UPDATED FEB. 2009

1. YOU MUST BE A LEGAL US RESIDENT OVER 18 YEARS OLD TO WIN ALL CONTESTS UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFIED. Any prize that involves alcohol in any way requires you to be 21 or over at the time of winning. We may ask you for a valid government-issued ID to claim your prize.

1A. By accepting any prize you consent to these rules, agree they are a binding contract on both of us and acknowledge you have been provided an opportunity to read them. See section 15k. IF YOU DO NOT AGREE TO THESE RULES THEN DO NOT ACCEPT YOUR PRIZE AND THESE RULES WILL NOT APPLY TO YOU. You have a right to a free copy of these rules if you wish.

2. You cannot win if you are an employee or contractor of NORTHEAST COMMUNICATIONS CORPORATION (hereafter may be referred to as “Northeast“, “us“, “we” or similar usage), its affiliates, subsidiaries, and successor companies, contest sponsors, advertising and promotion agencies, contest prize suppliers, participating advertisers, and immediate family members of anyone so situated. “Immediate family members” shall include spouses, siblings, parents, children, grandparents, and grandchildren, whether as “in-laws”, or by current or past marriage, remarriage, adoption, co-habitation or other familial extension, and any other persons residing at the same household location, whether or not related.

D. Each predecessor, successor, and assign thereof:

from and against any and all actions, charges, claims, losses, costs, damages, expenses (including attorneys’ fees and expenses) and liabilities of any kind or character, whether known or unknown, in connection with, arising out of or in any way related to your participation in any contest. 

11. All contest entries become the property of Northeast Communications Corporation   and we may use any of your entry, name, voice, likeness or any other information for any purpose whatsoever without further compensation to you. 

12. Northeast Communications reserves the right to delay contest announcements due to breaking news or other unanticipated events. 

13. Restrictions and Limitation of Liability:

c. Void where prohibited by law.

g. You agree to execute an affidavit of eligibility, indemnification and release of liability before any prize is awarded if asked.
